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3 Safe ways to cross the railway.





•	Use an over bridge or subway tunnel to cross running lines.  





•	Use dedicated foot crossings appropriately. 





•Level crossings.

  There are 25,000 volts running through the overhead cable on the railway network, you only need to be 3 meters away from the cable for the electricity to jump. So keep umbrellas and other objects well away from the cables.


Never cross railway tracks where it is not authorized to do so. Before crossing a foot crossing look both ways repeatedly and listen carefully before crossing sometimes you can’t hear a train coming before you see it. When crossing the foot crossing walk across the designated path and don’t stray off onto the tracks. 





Trains can travel up to 125 mph and with train services not always stopping at Greenfield station between Manchester and Leeds it is vital you cross with caution. 


Obstruction and trespassing on the Railway are criminal offences which can result in a person being arrested and fined up to £1000 for trespassing and imprisonment for obstruction of the railway.

Recently Greenfield station and Foot crossing has been on British Transport Police Manchester’s radar. We have had numerous reports of Youths hanging about on the station and using the platform waiting room as a hanging out place. Moorgate foot crossing situated in Uppermill village has had 6 reports over the last 3 months of Trespassing or vandalism.


 Railway trespass and obstruction are very dangerous and can result in death of life-changing injuries.
