Dear Parent / Carer

As your child’s days at Saddleworth School draw to an end, the atmosphere amongst the year group is one of both excitement and determination. The students have really impressed me with their work ethic and their confidence to succeed in the forthcoming exams and I thought it would be appropriate to now send you an update on the arrangements for the following weeks.

The exam schedule begins on Tuesday, 12th May and for the first 2 weeks of the exam timetable, up until 22nd May, all Year 11 students must attend all lessons. Following the half term break we expect Year 11 to attend each subject right up to the time when they sit their final exam in that subject or complete coursework, especially BTEC coursework. The final exams in Italian and Product Design do not take place until 22nd June. If you wish your child to still attend school after a subject’s exams have been completed, then we will arrange rooms for private study for quiet revision purposes. However, if you are happy to supervise your child during this time at home, they do not need to attend lessons where the subject has been completed. Students are asked to return any outstanding text books and library books so that others may benefit from them in years to come. Any donations of ties and/or blazers will gratefully be received.

On Friday 22nd May we will hold a Leavers’ Assembly to celebrate our year group’s time at Saddleworth School. After the more formal part of the assembly, there will be an opportunity for the year group to informally say goodbye as this will be the last time they will all be together. During this time we will also distribute hoodies, leavers’ books and prom tickets. This event will be finished by 12.45pm and Year 11 will be expected to leave the premises for the rest of the day.

This is a crucial time for Year 11 students and it is essential that we make these next weeks as smooth and pleasant as possible. Students need to feel well prepared and in a positive frame of mind. Thus, can I please ask for your support in ensuring that your child arrives on time and in full school uniform for all GCSE examinations?  Full school uniform does not include the leaver’s hoodie and therefore if a child chooses to wear it to school, it must be removed as they enter the school building. Can I also be explicit in that shoes as opposed to trainers must also be worn, in line with current uniform expectations. Failure to wear full uniform may result in your child not being allowed to undertake their exam; therefore it is essential that these measures are fully adhered to. If you have any queries or concerns, please do not hesitate to contact Mrs. Byron in the first instance.

Finally, may I take this opportunity to thank you all, for your co-operation and support over the last 3 years. On my part, it has been a real privilege overseeing the development of the year group into the young adults that they are today and we will miss them all very much. I genuinely wish your child all the best in their exams and look forward to celebrating with them on results day, Thursday, 20th August 2015 between 10am – 12noon.
